Kéesolev ajakirja erinumber on vélja kasva-
nud vajadusest analiiiisida ruumilist keskkon-
da kunsti- ja kultuuriajaloo teisenenud mee-
todite ja uurimisteemade kontekstis, kesken-
dudes nii arhitektuuri- ja ehitatud keskkon-
na uutele tdlgendusviisidele kui ka tuues
kunstiajaloolisse kéibesse materjale, mida seni
on peetud viheoluliseks vai -vaartuslikuks.

Koik artiklid késitlevad tédnaseks 16ppenud,
kuid seni vdheuuritud ja oma kummalisuses
uurimisobjektina paeluvat ndukogude pe-
rioodi Eesti ajaloos. Artiklid ei vaatle arhi-
tektuuri traditsioonilises mottes — kui arhi-
tekti loominguna kujunenud kunstilist vor-
mi —, pigem on kdne all eriliste thiskondlike
olude tekitatud erilised keskkonnad, nii reaal-
sed kui virtuaalsed. Uurimuste taustal on olu-
liseks sdlmkiisimuseks ndukogude perioodi
uurimise metoodika ja vdimalused. Epp
Lankotsi huvitavad nomenklatuuri elukesk-
konna eristumistaktikad, mis Stalini ajal al-
les arglikult avalduvad. Triin Ojari seevastu
uurib modernistliku vordsuse ideoloogia ra-
kendumist Mustamée véljachitamisel. Mart
Kalm vaatleb véikelinna inimeste ndukogu-
de oludega kohastunud ruumilist enesevél-
jendust, Andres Kurg aga 1970. aastate kuns-
tiavangardi kodusféari ulatuvat eneseteostust.

This current issue has grown out of the need
to study and analyse the spatial environment
in the context of alternative methods and re-
search themes in art and cultural theory, with
a focus on new ways of interpreting the ar-

chitectural environment, as well as introduc-

ing ideas to art theory that have until now been
considered unimportant or even worthless.

All the articles address the Soviet era — a fas-
cinating and curious period in Estonia’s his-
tory, which has come to an end and which
until now has attracted little attention. The
articles do not look at architecture in the tra-
ditional sense, as an art form developed as
the creative work of the architect, but rather
as the result of the various conditions in so-
ciety which have created unique environ-
ments, both real and virtual. An important
part of the research is the various methods
and avenues of studying the Soviet period.
Epp Lankots presents the curious differenti-
ating tactics within the residential environ-
ments of thenomeklaturawhich during the
Stalinist period were still quite restrained.
Triin Ojari, in contrast, looks at the ideology
of equality as it was applied in the building
of Mustaméae. Mart Kalm addresses the spa-
tial self-expression of small-town people as
they adjusted to the Soviet system, while
Andres Kurg looks at how thevant-garde

of the 1970s extended into the home.
